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Temperatures averaged five
degrees above normal in the

northwest and twelve degrees above
normal over the remainder of the

State. Only trace amounts of

precipitation occurred throughout
the week.
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WINTER WHEAT

Winter wheat condition was

rated at 1% very poor, 17% poor, 71%
fair, and 11% good. Most areas

reported at least some snow cover

during the extreme cold weather,

although most of it has melted now.
There was much concern about the

lack of soil moisture.

GENERAL

The main activities during

December were: livestock car_,

bookwork, equipment maintenance,
ordering supplies; routine chores,

and in some areas, a limited amount
of fieldwork. Most of the snow

cover has melted with the return of

average or above average tempera-

tures during the final week of the

month, with most of the remaining

snow cover reported in the northern
portion of the. State.

LIVESTOCK

Feed grain supplies were rated

average, hay and forage rated

average to below average, and

pasture and range feed supplies
rated below average. Most livestock

were still taking advantage of crop
residues, where conditions per-

mitted. Snow cover and very cold

weather required supplemental feed-

ing, causing concern about hay

supplies. Some losses were reported

due to the weather but generally
losses were considered minimal.
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
