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ARAPAHOE MOST POPULAR VARIETY PLANTED FOR 1996

For the fourth year in a row, Arapahoe was the
most popular winter wheat variety sown. For the
1996 crop, Arapahoe accounted for 31.7% of
Nebraska's acreage. Centura remained in
second place, for the third year, with 9.2% and
Thunderbird continued in third place with 8.0%.
Karl/Karl 92 combination held onto fourth with
6.9%. Buckskin at 5.8%, replaced Vista in the
top five.

Arapahoe remained the most popular variety in
all Agricultural Statistics Districts, except the
Northeast and Southeast. Karl/Karl 92

combination continued to be the leading variety
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in the Southeast. Siouxland claimed the

Northeast by pushing out Karl and Tomahawk,
who tied for the top spot last year. Centura
made a large jump to second in the North
Central District.
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Data Source

This wheat variety data was provided through

cooperative response of 1,236 Nebraska wheat

producers who responded to the 1995 Fall

Acreage and Production Survey. The wheat

variety survey summary included reports
representing thirteen percent of the State's total

planted acreage estimate.
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The following variety Descriptions were provided by the Nebraska Crop Improvement Assod_on:

Even though the acreage of

medium height Arapahoe
declined slightly this year, it

still was the top variety sown
in Nebraska. This medium

maturity variety was

developed by Nebraska and
the USDA-ARS, from a cross

of five varieties; Brule, Parker,

Agent, Belot.198 and Lancer.

Arapahoe has very good

winter hardiness, tillering

ability and protein levels. It

has good test weight, and
milling/baking qualities. It is
resistant to stem rust and and

moderately resistant to leaf
rust.

COMPARISON OF THE TOP 3

YEARS
Centura, a tall, moderately

early maturing variety, was

developed by Nebraska and USDA-ARS. It has

fair winter hardiness, good tillering ability and

rated good in both test weight and milling/baking

qualities. It is moderately
resistant to stem rust but

susceptible to soil borne

mosaic. Centura has good

fall and spring growth and
is excellent for use on

lighter soils. It was
selected from a cross of

Warrior, Agent, Ne 68457
and Centurk 78.

The medium height,

moderately early

Thunderbird, has good

straw strength and was

developed by AgriPro. It

rated fair to good in winter

hardiness, fair in tillering
ability, very good in test

weight and protein, and

has acceptable

milling/baking qualities. It is resistant to soil

borne mosiac and moderately resistant to stem
rust.
