Sunny afternoon
during first Brooklyn market of the season. Farmers were happy
that the sun was shining! St. Croix and Frontenac grapes are both
flowering; there was good weather this week for pollinating.
Vines are growing well. Deer damage to leaves and stems. Green
pruning to strip leaves on bottom and bringing up new trunks on
some grape varieties. Sunny and 80’s with low humidity. A lot of
hay was cut; some of the hay fields got rained on with surprise
shower.

MAINE

AROOSTOOK, Larry James

A few operations are cutting hay. Potato operations are cultivating
and spraying herbicides. Most of the potatoes have emerged with
excellent stands. Grain crops look very good.

CUMBERLAND, Sandy Truslow

Northwest winds blowing all week have dried out the soils.
Southern Maine hasn't received much rain recently and vegetables
need irrigation. Dry hay is being made. Strawberries are ripe for
the picking.
