As of last week, 707,000 barrels
of berries had been delivered at a leading handler and the average
yield was 170 bbl/acre which represent 18 bbl/acre less than 2018.
However, the color of the berry measured at TACY at this time is
20% better than the 5 year average at 36. Percent poor is at 3.8%
which is 2% lower than the 5 year average.
