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CROP PROGRESS AND CONDITION
WEEK ENDING SEPTEMBER 20, 2015

AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY: Hot, mostly dry weather prevailed across New Mexico during the week. Where moisture did fall,
totals were well below average. The two exceptions were Carlsbad — 1.44 inches above normal — and Santa Teresa — 0.02 inch above
normal. All weather stations in the southeast reported rainfall, with totals varying from 0.06 inch to 2.14 inches. Average weekly
temperatures varied by 25 degrees — from 56 degrees in Eagle Nest to 81 degrees in Carlsbad. Daytime highs broke the century mark in
Carlsbad, Roswell, and Tucumcari. Overnight lows dipped to freezing or below at El Vado Dam and in Chama. Statewide, most crops
continue to be rated in good to excellent condition. Apple harvest was underway in the northwest, with many roadside vendors offering
quality produce. Fieldwork and crop development continued to advance well under mostly optimal conditions. Reports indicated that
pasture conditions were adequate in many locations, although the need for additional rainfall remained a concern for ranchers in isolated
portions of the southwest. Pecan nut set was reported as 11 percent heavy, 82 percent moderate, and 7 percent light. Hail damage in all
crops was reported as 4 percent light and 4 percent moderate. Wind damage in all crops was reported as 6 percent light and 2 percent
moderate. Stock water supplies were reported as 4 percent very short, 21 percent short, 74 percent adequate, and 1 percent surplus.
