Broome County, Maria Heath:
Rain is abundant. Corn on wetter ground is looking yellow.
Reports of early and late blueberries not having berries.

Cortland/ Tompkins Counties, Jennifer Doty

Another week of scattered rain, very little dry hay was
successfully baled. Corn ranges from few inches tall and yellow
to tassel stage.

Essex County, David Reckahn:
Still very wet and corn is looking poor in many areas and too wet
to get hay.

Madison County, Shelby Henty:
With the weather slowly turning around and this humid weather
the corn and other crops should begin to take off.

Oneida County, William Paddock:

What seems like another typical week for the summer. We can't
quite string together 5-7 nice days in a row to really get rolling.
First cutting is nearly done, wet spots that people have left and
trying to go back and some late starters still finishing up. Second
cutting has been harvested for farmers that got out early on the
first cutting and all indications were that it was a good harvest and
third cutting looks tremendous already. Winter Barley and Winter
Wheat harvest has begun, this week should help as forecast is
predicting more nice days than rainy days and both barley and
wheat need to dry a shade more. We are starting to see tasseling
in early planted, well drained corn. Corn fields are starting to get
color back as some were quite yellow, most are now all green
again and starting to be more even throughout as far as height.
Soybeans seem to be doing well although all the rain is a concern
with potential molds. Pastures are doing great with the constant
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on again off again of the rain cycle. Let's hope for a nice spell of
sunny, dry days to push all the corn along as well as snap beans
and soybeans, plus small grain harvest is beginning, which would
be a huge help to that as well.

Ontario County, Joann Rogers:

Ontario County continued to receive rain showers on and off
making this a challenging planting season. Winter wheat harvest
is in full swing and many ruts are being left due to the continued
rain showers.

Rensselaer/Saratoga/Warren/Washington counties, David
Holck:

Our counties in eastern New York had a few good days in a row
where farmers could bale dry hay. Corn ranges from excellent to
poor, depending on soil type and planting date. Farmers are
reporting that in some cases the 2nd cutting they harvested is
twice as much as first cutting was. We had been extremely dry in
May, but from June 1st on it has been wet. Sunday, July 19th was
the first day it hit 90 degrees this year.

Schuyler/ Seneca Counties, Kathy Mastellar:

Fields are still wet which is hampering spraying and harvesting.
Wheat was started, but rain continues about every other day.
Straw & hay is being made in between rain, but muggy weather
doesn't let it dry. Corn is varied in height and yellow due to the
wet fields. Temperatures dropped to 54 degrees on 7/16 and 90+
degrees on the 19th.

Suffolk County, Alice V Wise:
Conditions remain dry on Long Island. Vineyards continue to
irrigate, particularly on dry sites.
