operation of four state farmers markets; research station operations; 
seed and fertilizer inspection; nursery and plant pest eradication activities;

state and federal agricultural legislation; and agricultural economic analysis.
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STATISTICAL REPORTS PROGRAM
The USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics Service compiles current and historic statistics concerning agriculture in  
North Carolina. Information most often requested by farmers, the general public, and workers in government agencies  
are included. Reporting of crop and livestock statistics is a service provided to farmers and others in the State by NASS  
in cooperation with the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services.

The collection and dissemination of agricultural statistics started in 1863. This is one of the oldest activities of the  
United States Department of Agriculture. It was recognized that there were advantages of a joint relationship between  
the State and Federal Governments in the development of agricultural statistics. In 1919, the N.C. Department of 
Agriculture entered into a cooperative agreement with the U.S. Department of Agriculture to provide detailed agricultural 
statistics. The agreement resulted in the creation of the Agricultural Statistics Division of the North Carolina Department  
of Agriculture and Consumer Services.

NASS publishes official statistics on North Carolina crops, livestock, prices, and various other agricultural items. The most 
requested reports and the approximate dates of releases are shown in the table below. These reports and more are free 
and available online at www.nass.usda.gov/Publications or by writing to: State Statistician, Agricultural Statistics,  
PO Box 27767, Raleigh, NC 27611.

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DEFINITIONS & METHODOLOGY

Cash receipts for agricultural commodities are defined as the gross income from sales of crops, livestock, 
and livestock products during a calendar year. The USDA, Economic Research Service (ERS) uses USDA, 
National Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) estimates to develop state level cash receipts. The county 
level cash receipts in this publication are based on the ERS state level cash receipts and various NASS 
county data. To ensure respondent confidentiality, estimates at any level, including county estimates, 
are not published if those estimates would disclose any information about individual operations. More 
information about ERS and NASS data can be found at the following websites:
