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Just Ripe for YouStrawerries are the flagship crop of North Carolina 
fresh produce. Among the first crops to ripen in the spring, strawberries are beloved by 
consumers of all ages. For many, a trip to a strawberry farm to pick strawberries or to pick 
up a bucket or basket of fresh strawberries is a much-anticipated spring ritual. Many children 
also visit North Carolina farms as a school or preschool field trip. 

 
In 2008, North Carolina had 1,700 acres in strawberries producing 20,800,000 pounds for a 
value of over $20 million dollars. Some growers wholesale their berries, but most are sold 
directly to consumers, 25 percent of these are pick-your-own PYO, and 75% percent are 
already-picked berries. North Carolina is the fourth largest producer of strawberries in the 
nation. Though the leading producers, California and Florida, together produce more than 
90 percent of the nation’s crop, North Carolina is first among states that raise strawberries 
primarily for direct market to consumers. Third-place Oregon produces mostly for processing. 

 
Most growers in North Carolina now use a “plasticulture” production method, setting their 
plants in the fall into raised beds covered with black plastic mulch, and irrigating with drip 
irrigation. The plants grow all winter, and start to flower early in the spring. Growers often 
have to protect these flowers from frost by using sprinkler irrigation or floating row covers. 
The most commonly planted varieties are Chandler, Camarosa, and Sweet Charlie. In the 
plasticulture system, the plants are treated as annuals and replanted each fall. While a small 
number of commercial growers and most home gardeners still use the traditional “matted 
row” system, in which plants are grown as perennials, the plasticulture system produces 
larger fruit, earlier harvests, and higher yields.

 
The North Carolina harvest season usually starts at the Coast in early April, with harvest 
starting several weeks later further west. May is the main month for strawberries and has 
been declared “Strawberry Month” in North Carolina. Each farm usually produces for 5 to 
8 weeks, depending on the weather and the farm’s management decisions.  Some growers, 
using high tunnels and specially “conditioned” plants, are able to offer a fall and winter 
crop, and others, mostly in the Mountains, are experimenting with varieties that will ripen all 
summer long. 

	  
North Carolina is an acknowledged leader in the Southeast in research and information on 
strawberry production. The production system developed in North Carolina has been adopted 
by many growers throughout the Region. Growers turn to North Carolina for research, 
advice, and for horticultural information, disease diagnosis, and fertility recommendations. 
North Carolina State University recently hired a full-time strawberry breeder, making it the 
only state other than Florida and California to have this degree of commitment to a public 
strawberry breeding program.

 
In partnership with the NC Department of Agriculture & Consumer Science (NCDA&CS), the 
NC Strawberry Association also promotes strawberries to the public as “Just Ripe for You” 
and through the children’s activity and coloring book, Strawberry Time. One goal of the NC 
Strawberry Association is having consumers learn to recognize and seek locally grown berries. 
After all, what could be better than a delicious, just-picked North Carolina strawberry… 
Just Ripe for You.

Statistics Program
The North Carolina Field Office of USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics Service compiles current and 
historic statistics concerning agriculture in the State. Where possible, information most often requested 
by farmers, the general public, and workers in government agencies are included. Reporting of crop and 
livestock statistics is a service provided to farmers and others in the State by the National Agricultural 
Statistics Service of the U.S. Department of Agriculture in cooperation with the North Carolina 
Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services. The collection and dissemination of agricultural 
statistics had its start in 1863. This is one of the oldest activities of the United States Department of 
Agriculture. It was recognized that there were many advantages of a joint relationship between the State 
and Federal Governments in the development of agricultural statistics. In 1919, the N.C. Department of 
Agriculture entered into a cooperative agreement with the U.S. Department of Agriculture to provide 
detailed agricultural statistics. The agreement resulted in the creation of the Agricultural Statistics 
Division of the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services. The North Carolina 
Field Office of USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics Service publishes official statistics on crops, 
livestock, prices, and various other agricultural items. The most important reports and the approximate 
dates of releases are shown in the table below. The reports marked with an (*) are issued separately 
and are only available at www.ncagr.com/stats. All others are included in the monthly release entitled

2008 WEATHER SUMMARY
Weather in 2008 was more normal than the drought condition in the past two years. Below average 
precipitation and above normal temperatures were common during the early part of 2008. The month 
of April had average temperatures and below average rainfall.  Many areas of the state recorded below 
normal precipitation, however soil moisture remained adequate. In May, both precipitation and average 
temperatures were below normal, yet soil moisture levels remained near normal.  By the second week  
of May, corn was 95% planted, compared to 98% the previous year and 94% for the 5-year average. 
June and July had below average rainfall.  As a result, small grain harvesting finished ahead of the 5-year 
average. By June 29, wheat was 95% harvested compared to 89% the previous year and 79% for the  
5-year average. The lack of rain during these critical months adversely affected the corn crop.    

Hot and dry conditions extended through the end of August.  Hurricane Fay and Tropical Storm Hannah 
relieved some of the drought conditions in late August and early September.  Phenological conditions for 
corn, cotton, and soybeans were comparable to the five year averages. By late September, the percentage 
of cotton bolls opening was 82% compared to 97% the previous year and 84% for the 5-year average. 
There was little precipitation throughout the month of October, yet the soil moisture for the state was 
mostly adequate.  The last week of October showed the topsoil moisture rated as 5% very short, 26% 
short, 68% adequate, and 1% surplus. The harvesting of cotton was 98% complete by December 7, 
compared to 99% the previous year and 95% for the 5-year average. Most small grains were planted by 
early December, with wheat at 94% as of December 7. The state experienced mild temperatures and  
rainy conditions during the final weeks of 2008.

The county level cash receipts in this publication are based on the ERS state level 
cash receipts and various county data. To ensure respondent confidentiality, estimates at any level, 
including county estimates, are not published if those estimates would disclose any information 
about individual operations.
