Oklahoma seedings for the 2019 wheat crop are forecast at 4.20 million acres, down 5 percent from last year.
Canola seedings are forecast at 30.0 thousand, down 57 percent from last year.

Texas seedings for the 2019 wheat crop are forecast at 4.50 million acres, unchanged from last year.
