Alaska

The total crop value at wholesale for all growers with $10,000 or more in sales is estimated at $6.98 million for 2018. The
number of producers for 2018 was 51 producers. Area used for production for the total covered area and total greenhouse
cover for floriculture crop production were both 1.06 million square feet. Open ground totaled 54 acres in 2018.

Oregon

The total crop value at wholesale for all growers with $10,000 or more in sales is estimated at $164 million for 2018,
compared with $137 million for 2015. The number of producers for 2018, at 259, is down 8 percent from the 2015 count
of 283. Area used for production for the total covered area for floriculture crop production was 19.3 million square feet,
down 9 percent from 2015 figure. Greenhouse space for 2018, at 16.9 million square feet, was down 10 percent from
2015. Open ground totaled 3,047 acres, down 22 percent from the 2015 total.

Washington

The total crop value at wholesale for all growers with $10,000 or more in sales is estimated at $131 million for 2018,
compared with $119 million for 2015. The number of producers for 2018, at 277, is up 12 percent from the 2015 count of
248. Area used for production for the total covered area for floriculture crop production was 8.81 million square feet,
down 20 percent from 2015. Greenhouse space for 2018, at 8.53 million square feet, was down 16 percent from 2015.
Open ground totaled 2,132 acres, down 23 percent from the 2015 total.
