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2014 PENNSYLVANIA FIELD CROP SUMMARY 
 

Corn for grain production is estimated at 158.6 million bushels, down slightly from the  
2013 estimate.  The average yield in Pennsylvania is estimated at a record high of 
154.0 bushels per acre, 8.0 bushels above the 2013 average yield of 146.0 bushels per acre.  
Area harvested for grain is estimated 1.03 million acres, down 6 percent from last year.   
 

Silage production is estimated at 8.20 million tons, up 5 percent from 2013.  Silage yield is 
estimated at 20.0 tons per acre, down 0.5 tons from 2013.  Area harvested for silage is 
estimated at 410 thousand acres, up 8 percent from a year ago.   
 

Soybean production is estimated at 29.6 million bushels, up 9 percent from 2013. Yield is 
estimated at 49.0 bushels per acre, unchanged from the previous year. Harvested area, at 
605 thousand acres is up 9 percent from the previous year. 
 
Wheat production is estimated at 9.75 million bushels, down 7 percent from 2013. Yield is 
estimated at 65.0 bushels per acre, down 3.0 bushels from the previous year. Harvested area, 
at 150 thousand acres, is 3 percent below the previous year. 
 

Oat production is estimated at 3.48 million bushels, up 12 percent from 2013.  Yield is estimated 
at 58.0 bushels per acre, down 4.0 bushels from the previous year.  Harvested area, at 
60 thousand acres, is 20 percent above the previous year. 
 

Barley production is estimated at 3.55 million bushels, down 13 percent from 2013. Yield is 
estimated at 71 bushels per acre, up 3.0 bushels from the previous year. Harvested area, at 
50 thousand acres, is 17 percent below the previous year. 
 

Hay production is estimated at 3.19 million tons, up 9 percent from 2013. Yield is estimated at 
2.28 tons per acre, down 0.04 tons from the previous year. Harvested area, at 1.40 million 
acres, is 11 percent above the previous year. 
 

Alfalfa production is estimated at 980 thousand tons, down 1 percent from 2013. Yield is 
estimated at 2.80 tons per acre, down .10 tons from the previous year. Harvested area, at  
350 thousand acres, is up 3 percent from the previous year. 
 

Tobacco production is estimated at 22.3 thousand pounds, up 5 percent from 2013. Yield is 
estimated at 2.45 thousand pounds per acre, up 56 pounds from the previous year. Harvested 
area, at 9.1 thousand acres, is 2 percent above the previous year. 
 

 



 
Potato production is estimated at 1,404 thousand cwt, down 27 percent from 2013. Yield is 
estimated at 270 cwt per acre, down 20 cwt from the previous year. Harvested area, at 
5.2 thousand acres, is 21 percent below the previous year. 
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
