According to the July Crop Production released by USDA-NASS, United States wheat producers 
expect to harvest 1.5 billion bushels, down from 1.6 billion in 2012. United States Tobacco producers 
expect to harvest 493.3 million pounds of Tobacco, up from 472.9 million pounds in 2012. If realized, 
the Georgia flue-cured tobacco yield will be a record high.
