WERE HOUSED IN A BARN BUILT BY
WPA WORKERS. THE MULE BARN AT
WHAT IS NOW CALLED EDISTO
RESEARCH AND EDUCATION CENTER IS
USED BY THE CATTLE PROGRAM FOR
STORAGE OF MISCELLANEOUS SUPPLIES
AND EQUIPMENT.
