General 
According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service 

in South Carolina, there were 5.3 days suitable for 

fieldwork for the week ending Sunday, October 31, 2021.  

Precipitation ranged from 0.1 inches of rain to  

1.8 inches. Average high temperatures ranged from the 

low 60s to the high 70s. Average low temperatures ranged 

from the high 30s to the low 60s. 

 

Crops 
Harvest activities continued unabated in the early part of 

the week before rains brought much needed moisture. 

Nearly all cotton bolls had opened, and harvest was 

tracking ahead of the previous year. Good progress was 

made on peanuts throughout the week, as peanuts dug and 

harvested increased considerably. Soybeans continued 

dropping leaves and harvest continued, although at a 

slower pace than prior years. Winter wheat continued to 

be seeded as conditions allowed. Strawberry planting was 

reported to be finished up in most areas, with plants 

starting to put on new leaves.

Cattle and pasture condition remained in mostly good 

condition.
