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EGG PRODUCTION

SOUTH CAROLINA'S laying flocks produced 97
million eggs during June, up 14 percent from June 2010.
Production totaled 74 million table eggs and 23 million hatching
eggs. The number of layers averaged 4,529,000 birds, which
was up 11 percent from 4,087,000 a year ago. June egg
production per 100 layers was 2,142 eggs, compared with
2,080 in June 2010.

UNITED STATES egg production totaled 7.50 billion
during June 2011 up slightly from last year. Production
included 6.44 billion table eggs, and 1.07 billion hatching eggs,
of which 999 million were broiler-type and 69 million were egg-
type. The number of layers during June 2011 averaged 336
million, down 1 percent from last year. June egg production per
100 layers was 2,230 eggs, up 1 percent from June 2010.

BROILER HATCHERY PRODUCTION

During the month of June, SOUTH CAROLINA’S
broiler hatcheries produced 18.9 million chicks, down 8 percent
from last year’s 20.0 million chicks.

The UNITED STATES broiler-type chicks hatched
during June 2011 totaled 768 million, down 2 percent from June
2010. Eggs in incubators totaled 622 million on July 1, 2011,
down 5 percent from a year earlier.

MILK PRODUCTION

There were an estimated 74 million pounds of milk produced in SOUTH CAROLINA during the April- June quarter of
2011. This is down 1 percent from the January- March quarter, and down 5 percent from the April-June 2010 quarter. There
were 16,000 milk cows on SOUTH CAROLINA farms during April-June 2011, remained the same from the previous quarter,
but down 500 cows from the previous year.

Milk production in the UNITED STATES during the April-June quarter totaled 50.4 billion pounds, up 1.3 percent
from the April-June quarter last year. The average number of milk cows in the U.S. during the quarter was 9.20 million
head, 79,000 head more than the same period last year.

PEANUT STOCKS AND PROCESSING

Peanut stocks reported in commercial storage on June 30, 2011 totaled 1.82 billion pounds of equivalent farmer stock,

compared with 2.16 billion pounds a year ago. This total includes 1.03 billion pounds of actual farmer stock.

Shell peanuts on hand totalled 725 million pounds of farmer stock equivalent. Roasting stock totalled 68.3 million pounds.

Shelled peanuts stocks totalled 545 million pounds of which 494 million pounds were edible grades and 51.3 million
pounds were oil stocks. Edible grade stocks by type included 73.5 million pounds of Virginias and Valencias, 399 million
pounds of Runners, and 21.3 million pounds of Spanish.

June millings totalled 357 million pounds. Millings by type were 55.6 million pounds of Virginias and Valencias, 296 million
pounds of Runners, and 5.49 million pounds of Spanish.

Commercial processors utilized 187 million pounds of shelled edible grade peanuts during June. Ultilization by type was
113 million pounds for all peanut butter products, 39.5 million pounds for peanut candy, and 33.3 million pounds for snack
peanuts. Crushing for oil and cake and meal totalled 40.5 million pounds during the month.

SOUTH CAROLINA CROP PRODUCTION

Based on August 1 conditions, South Carolina’s 2011 yield was up from a year ago for soybeans and winter wheat while
corn, cotton, peanuts, and tobacco yields were down from last year.

CORN production in 2011 is expected to total 20.4 million bushels, down 33 percent from last year. Expected yield per
acre is estimated at 60 bushels. This is down 31 bushels from last year. Acreage for harvest as grain, at 340,000, is up
5,000 from 2010.

SOYBEAN production in 2011 is expected to total 9.4 million bushels, down 11 percent from last year. Expected yield per
acre of 24 bushels is up 1 bushel from a year ago. Acreage for harvest, at 390,000, is down 65,000 acres from 2010.

FLUE-CURED TOBACCO production as of August 1, is forecast at 24.7 million pounds. This is down 32 percent from last
year’s production, but unchanged from last month. Yield per acre of 1,700 pounds is unchanged from the July forecast,
but down 550 pounds from last year. Acreage for harvest, at 14,500, is down 1,500 acres from 2010.

COTTON production is forecast at 440,000 bales, up 17 percent from last year. The August 1 yield per acre is expected to
average 788 pounds, down 110 pounds from last year. Acreage for harvest, at 268,000, is up 67,000 acres from 2010.

PEANUT production is forecast at 191.4 million pounds, down 12 percent from last year's production. Yield per acre, at
2,900 pounds, is down 500 pounds from 2010. Acreage for harvest, at 66,000 is up 2,000 acres from 2010.

WHEAT production is forecast at 11.2 million bushels — up 140 percent from last year. The acreage harvested for grain, at
190,000, is 60,000 acres above a year ago. The August 1 yield of 59 bushels per acre is the same as the July 1 forecast
but 23 bushels above the 2010 yield.

PEACH production is expected to total 90 thousand tons, unchanged from the July 1 forecast but 18 percent below last
year. Peach growers expect a smaller crop than last year. Hail damage coupled with little to no rainfall tempered
expectations for this year's crop.
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
