The Preliminary total live weight of poultry inspected during June 2013 was 4.67 billion pounds, down 4 percent 

from 4.86 billion pounds a year ago. Young chickens inspected totaled 4.00 billion pounds, down 3 percent from June 
2012.   

Mature chickens, at 66.5 million pounds, were down 12 percent from the previous year. Young chickens 
slaughtered during June 2013 averaged 5.89 pounds per bird, up 1 percent from June 2012.
