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The majority of the state experienced trace amounts 

of precipitation. Areas of the High and Low Plains 

received an inch or more of rainfall, cold and snow 

conditions continued in these areas.  

 

Small Grains: Winter wheat progressed well 

throughout the state, while spring wheat and oats 

seedings neared completion in South Texas.  

 

Row Crops: Cotton producers in the High and Low 

Plains continued to make field preparations for the 2015 crop. In the Blacklands, producers prepared fields for 

corn planting.  

 

Fruit, Vegetable and Specialty Crops: Pecan harvest was active in the Cross Timbers. Field preparation for 

vegetable planting was underway in North East Texas, while onion planting had started. In the Lower Valley, 

harvest of winter vegetables progressed.  

 

Livestock, Range and Pasture: Supplemental feeding of livestock continued across the state. Range and 

pasture conditions were mostly fair to good with the recent rains.
