REPORTER COMMENTS BY COUNTY

NORTHERN

FAIRFAX
The weather is finally getting a little cooler but seasonal rains
are helping with our drought from the summer.

FREDERICK (Jeanette Smith)
Temperatures have been in the 50-60 degree range and in the
low 30's at night. No rainfall to talk about.

CENTRAL

CAROLINE (McGann Saphir)

Soil moisture conditions are good. Pastures and hay fields are
looking good, as are small grains. Soybean harvest is winding
down with lower than average yields in many areas. Vegetable
farmers are still harvesting winter greens. Cover crops are up
and looking good.

HANOVER (JIM TATE)

Regular frosty mornings but days in the 50s and 60s. Nice fall
weather and the grasses are still growing. Some small grain is
getting a nice start.

WESTERN

AUGUSTA (Tom Stanley)

Light showers Tuesday brought less than .25 inch of rain to
most of the county doing little to relieve dry soil conditions. Soil
moisture is generally adequate to support small grain
development at this stage but more moisture is needed.
Seasonably cool temperatures and windy conditions
characterized this week.

ROCKBRIDGE (Tom Stanley)

Rainfall Tuesday measured between 1 and 1.25 inches for
most of Rockbridge County suspending field activities
temporarily but improving topsoil moisture. Temperatures were
seasonably cool and the week's farm activities centered on
feeding livestock and seasonal farm stewardship activities
such as equipment, barn, and fence repairs.

EASTERN

MIDDLESEX (David Moore)

The weather for soybean harvest has been pretty good.
Showers and overcast conditions early in the week stopped
progress. Mostly double crop group 5 soybeans left to harvest.
Pods and stems still green in some places making it slightly
difficult to get them threshed out. Producers are making
production and marketing decisions as well as taking soil
samples and pricing inputs. Folks are getting ready for
pesticide applicator recertification and winter production
meetings. Wheat and barley look good. Conditions for growth
have been almost too good. They could both use some cooler
conditions to slow down growth.

SOUTHEASTERN

BRUNSWICK (Cynthia L. Gregg)

Weather has proven beneficial for small grain planting. Many
producers are deer hunting at this time. The County wide
burning ban was lifted last week. The county has experienced
serious frosts and cooler weather this week as well. We are in
need of rain.

SOUTHAMPTON (John Rudy)

Harvesting continues. Cover and fall seeded grain crop
planting continues. Recent rains helping with germination of fall
seeded crops. Peanut harvest complete and cotton nearing
completion. Soybeans harvest winding down also.

SUSSEX (Kelvin Wells, Sussex ANR Agent)

Good fall weather has allowed producers to move quickly to
finish crop harvest. Planting wheat is almost complete, just in
time for deer hunting. Growers are attending private pesticide
recertification trainings.

CHESAPEAKE CITY (Watson Lawrence)

Farmers are finishing up wheat planting as weather has been
good in November for planting and seed emergence. Soybean
harvest continues at a fast pace now. Farmers doing some fall
tillage and mowing of ditch banks.
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
