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A Warm, Dry Week during Idaho Harvest 
 

Days suitable for fieldwork were 6.8. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 3% very poor, 19% poor, 34% fair, 

33% good, and 11% excellent. A low temperature of 34 degrees Fahrenheit was reported in the eastern region and a high 

temperature of 100 degrees Fahrenheit was reported in the northern region. The statewide temperature differential was 

reported from 5 degrees below normal to 3 degrees above normal. All reporting counties noted that it was a hot and dry 

week. Pastures that were not irrigated were very dry, as were non-irrigated rangeland and BLM sagebrush range. Franklin 

County noted crops that had irrigation produced good yields and quality. Harvest for cereal crops was well underway in 

Jerome and Twin Falls counties. Both counties expected harvest to end in a week or so. However, Boundary County 

reported rain that slowed down harvest activities. Bonneville County stated that verticilium wilt started to show in 

potatoes. Overall crop progress was in good or excellent conditions. 
 

 

 
 

Oregon Experienced More Seasonable Weather and Good Harvest Conditions in Most Regions 
 

There were 6.8 days suitable for fieldwork last week. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 15% very poor, 

28%  poor, 25% fair, 29% good and 3% excellent. A low temperature was reported at 29 degrees Fahrenheit in the south 

central region and a high temperature was reported at 101 degrees Fahrenheit in the southwestern region, with a statewide 

temperature differential of 6 below normal to 5 degrees above normal. In the northwest region, the weather turned cooler 

from the previous week. Winter wheat harvest continued and some counties neared completion. Late variety blueberry 

harvest started three weeks early this year. Blueberries and blackberries were in abundance. Vegetable crops looked good, 

Grass seed harvest wound down throughout the region. Essential oil crops like mint, fennel and sage were harvested. 

Livestock looked good, but pastures dried quickly. In the north central region, cherry harvest finished in the upper Hood 

River Valley and some pear harvest commenced in the lower valley. Growers prepared orchards for summer pear harvest 

in the upper valley. In the northeast region, lightning strikes started several small fires. One large fire was still not 

contained. Wheat harvest continued throughout the region. In Umatilla County, the wheat harvest was completed. Second 

cutting alfalfa neared completion in Baker County. In the southwest region, very little precipitation fell for the second 

week in a row and temperatures were slightly warmer than normal. Water levels in creeks and rivers remained well below 

averages in Coos County. In Douglas County, pasture and rangeland grasses dried. Fruit crops continued to benefit from 

the warmer weather. Perennial orchard and vineyard crops continued to do well. In the southeast region, the hot and dry 

weather continued with little or no precipitation. Several more fires were reported. Pastures were short and dry. Lower 

elevation rangeland offered poor grazing conditions in Harney County. Wheat harvest continued throughout the region. 

Grain seed harvest was completed in Crook, Deschutes and Jefferson counties. Second cutting alfalfa neared completion 

throughout the region. Some farmers began the third cutting alfalfa in Klamath County.  
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A Dry and Windy Week for Washington 
 

There were 6.7 days suitable for field work last week. Pasture and range conditions were reported to be 5% very poor, 

13% poor, 21% fair, 55% good, and 6% excellent. A low temperature of 43 degrees Fahrenheit was reported in the central 

region, while a high of 100 degrees Fahrenheit was reported in the southeast region. Statewide temperature differentials 

ranged from 6 degrees below normal to 4 degrees above normal. In the west, warm temperatures dried out pastures while 

irrigated crops continued to do well. Scattered drizzle provided little rain for water dependent crops. Squash needed more 

water and warm weather to produce well. Weather conditions felt like autumn instead of summer. Wheat and spinach seed 

harvests were underway, with wheat yields expected to surpass last year. Corn conditions were mixed due to the odd 

weather. Blueberry harvest wound down while potato harvest was set to begin. Pumpkins were doing well. Overall, 

patches of dry and wet left the west in a mixed state. In central Washington, a few fires damaged pastures in the northern 

end as well as near Moses Lake. Winter wheat harvest continued. Dry and windy weather was noted. Cattle were reported 

to be fine in the dry weather. Overall, livestock were in good condition despite the fires and dry weather. In the east, peas, 

wheat, and grains had exceptional yields. Meanwhile corn and beans stagnated, behind schedule. Fires in the east caused 

severe pasture and crop losses. High winds posed a major fire threat. Temperatures dropped relative to last week. Harvest 

was expected to be 50% complete. Overall, the east performed moderately with losses due to fire and dry weather. In the 

end, Washington had several fires break out due to high winds paired with dry conditions, which caused damage to 

pastures across the state. Despite the harsh conditions, crops were on schedule with anticipated high yields.
