AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY: Stock water adequate.

Winter wheat condition good starting the new year.
Livestock conditions good.

The winter season finally came to the State last month bringing
colder temperatures and scattered amounts of snow.
Temperatures for the month of December averaged from 4.8
degrees below normal to 3.7 degrees above normal. High
temperatures were mostly in the 40’s and 50’s. Low
temperatures were reported below zero. Average depth of
show cover is 2.6 inches. Topsoil moisture levels were rated 50
percent adequate or better, 6 points above the 5 year average.
Sub soil moisture levels were reported as 21 percent adequate,
5 points below the 5 year average. Stock water supplies were
rated as 64 percent adequate or better.
