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FIELD CROP REPORT: An average of 6.1 days were suitable for 
fieldwork last week. Cold nights continued to slow the crop 
progress. There were no significant changes noted in crop 
conditions compared to last week. Ninety-five percent of dry beans 
have reached the windrowed stage with 80 percent combined, 16 
points below 2007 and 10 points below the average. Corn in the 
dent stage was at 91 percent with 64 percent mature and only 5 
percent harvested. Harvest was 23 points below the previous year 
and 34 points below the average. Fifty-four percent of sugarbeets 
were harvested, 17 points below 2007 and 15 points below the 5-
year average. Alfalfa cut for the third time was rated at 68 percent, 
30 points below last year and 26 points below the average.
