Wyoming has experienced a snow storm with heavy winds last
week. No work was being done in the field. Corn has made great
progress. High temperatures ranged from high 30’s to low 50’s.
Low temperatures ranged from 31 degrees below to 4 degrees
above. Topsoil moisture was at 85 percent adequate or better, up
22 points from last year and up 31 points from the average.

The high temperature was 53 at
Torrington, while the low was 31 degrees below zero at Jeffrey City. Fourteen of the reporting stations received below normal weekly
precipitation and below normal cumulative precipitation. The largest precipitation for the week was 0.68 inches reported at Laramie, which
was 0.54 inches above normal.
