FIELD CROP REPORT: The percent of median snow
water equivalent for January 5™ for Wyoming was 104
percent (from the NRCS Snotel Report). This is down
from last year’s 118 percent. Winter wheat condition was
reported as 100 percent good compared to 34 percent fair,
62 percent good, and 4 percent excellent reported on
November 24, 2014.

CROP CONDITION TABLE

LIVESTOCK, PASTURE AND RANGE REPORT: Pasture and
range conditions were reported as 2 percent poor, 19 percent
fair, 74 percent good, and 5 percent excellent. Stock water
supplies were reported as 99 percent adequate and 1 percent
excellent. Last year at this time, stock water supplies were 1
percent very poor, 25 percent poor, and 74 percent adequate.
Hay and roughage supplies were rated as 78 percent
adequate and 22 percent surplus. This is compared to 2
percent very short, 7 percent short, 90 percent adequate, and
1 percent excellent in December of 2013. Livestock
condition was rated 1 percent poor, 5 percent fair, 82 percent
good, and 12 percent excellent. Calving and lambing season
has not started.
