AGRICULTURAL SUMMARY: Late-week storms brought above average precipitation to much of the State, boosting soil moisture
levels and improving pasture conditions. Reports from Niobrara County indicate more than one foot of snow accumulated from weekend
storms. Despite the recent increase in moisture, irrigation water concerns remained as the summer growing season was quickly
approaching. In Lincoln County, sheep shearing was behind normal as producers battled adverse weather conditions. Cattle and calf
death loss was rated as 45 percent average and 55 percent light. Sheep and lamb death loss was rated as 40 percent average and 60
percent light. Stock water supplies were rated 5 percent short, 92 percent adequate, and 3 percent surplus.
